	Dehumanization: One group denies the humanity of the other group. People are classified and equated with animals, vermin, insects or diseases.  Dehumanization overcomes the normal human revulsion against murder


	

	Organization and Preparation: Genocide is always organized, usually by the state.  Special army units or militias are often trained and armed.  Hate groups broadcast propaganda, laws may forbid intermarriage or social interaction, and death lists are drawn up.
Extermination: Extermination begins and quickly becomes the mass killing legally called “genocide”.  It is “extermination” to the killers because they do not believe their victims to be fully human. 


	

	Denial: Denial is the final stage that always follows a genocide.  The perpetrators of genocide dig up the mass graves, burn the bodies, try to cover up the evidence and intimidate the witnesses.  They deny that they committed any crimes, and often blame what happened on the victims.
