DIRECTIONS FOR WRITING A LETTER HOME FROM THE TRENCHES

It is the fall of 1916.  You are on the Western Front in France.  You were part of the Schlieffen Plan which has now failed and a stalemate has ensued.  Many of your friends have died.

You will write a letter to your family or a friend describing the stress and trauma of life in the trenches.  Your letter should focus on these topics:
a. the fear and anticipation you felt in the trenches;

b. your living conditions and daily life in the trenches;

c. your overall morale and what you do to keep your spirits up in the trenches.

Vocabulary: Schlieffen Plan, trenches, No Man’s Land, rats, barbed wire, machine gun, artillery, gas attack, poison gas, gas mask

Requirements:

1. your letter should be approximately one page in length

2. use a proper date and salutation

3. your letter MUST be typed with 1.5 line spacing
